 1Now in these days when the disciples were increasing in number, a complaint by 
the Hellenists arose against the Hebrews because their widows were being neglected 
in the daily distribution. 2And the twelve summoned the full number of the disciples 
and said, “It is not right that we should give up preaching the word of God to serve 
tables. 3Therefore, brothers, pick out from among you seven men of good repute, full 
of the Spirit and of wisdom, whom we will appoint to this duty. 4But we will devote 
ourselves to prayer and to the ministry of the word.” 5And what they said pleased the 
whole gathering, and they chose Stephen, a man full of faith and of the Holy Spirit, 
and Philip, and Prochorus, and Nicanor, and Timon, and Parmenas, and Nicolaus, a 
proselyte of Antioch.

 51You stiff-necked people, uncircumcised in heart and ears, you always resist the 
Holy Spirit. As your fathers did, so do you. 52Which of the prophets did not your 
fathers persecute? And they killed those who announced beforehand the coming of 
the Righteous One, whom you have now betrayed and murdered, 53you who received 
the law as delivered by angels and did not keep it.” 
 54Now when they heard these things they were enraged, and they ground their 
teeth at him. 55But he, full of the Holy Spirit, gazed into heaven and saw the glory of 
God, and Jesus standing at the right hand of God. 56And he said, “Behold, I see the 
heavens opened, and the Son of Man standing at the right hand of God.” 57But they 
cried out with a loud voice and stopped their ears and rushed together at him. 58Then 
they cast him out of the city and stoned him. And the witnesses laid down their 
garments at the feet of a young man named Saul. 59And as they were stoning 
Stephen, he called out, “Lord Jesus, receive my spirit.” 60And falling to his knees he

Salvation Outline 

The following seven points summarize the basic information about the human condition 
and God’s saving grace. You may want to memorize these points so that you may share 
them with someone who does not yet believe in Jesus as his or her Savior. 

1. God loves you! “For God so loved the world, that he gave His only Son, that 
whoever believes in Him should not perish but have eternal life” (John 3:16). 

2. You are a sinner. “For all have sinned and fall short of the glory of God” (Rom. 
3:23). 

3. God punishes sin. “For the wages of sin is death, but the free gift of God is eternal 
life in Christ Jesus our Lord” (Rom. 6:23). 

4. Jesus took our punishment. “But God shows His love for us in that while we were 
still sinners, Christ died for us” (Rom. 5:8). 

5. Jesus rose from the dead. “For I delivered to you as of first importance what I also 
received: that Christ died for our sins in accordance with the Scriptures, that He was 
buried, that He was raised on the third day in accordance with the Scriptures” (1 
Cor. 15:3–4). 

6. Jesus offers forgiveness of sins and eternal life to those who believe in Him. “Then 
he brought them out and said, ‘Sirs, what must I do to be saved?’ And they said, 
‘Believe in the Lord Jesus, and you will be saved, you and your household’” (Acts 
16:30–31). 

Salvation is free—a gift from God. “For by grace you have been saved through faith. And 
this is not your own doing; it is the gift of God, not a result of works, so that no one may 
boast” (Eph.
