**The God who made the world and everything in it, being Lord of heaven and earth,
does not live in temples made by man, *’nor is he served by human hands, as though
he needed anything, since he himself gives to all mankind life and breath and
everything. **And he made from one man every nation of mankind to live on all the
face of the earth, having determined allotted periods and the boundaries of their
dwelling place, *’that they should seek God, in the hope that they might feel their

way toward him and find him. Yet he is actually not far from each one of us, **for
“‘In him we live and move and have our being’;

as even some of your own poets have said,
“‘For we are indeed his offspring.’

*Being then God’s offspring, we ought not to think that the divine being is like gold
or silver or stone, an image formed by the art and imagination of man. **The times of
i%norance God overlooked, but now he commands all people everywhere to repent,
*"because he has fixed a day on which he will judge the world in righteousness by a
man whom he has appointed; and of this he has given assurance to all by raising him
from the dead.”

What best prepares us to defend the sanctity of life? Political strategy? Graphic imagery?
Rhetorical formulas? Scientific citations? How about the hope we have in Christ our Holy One (1
Peter 3:15)—that our Lord is at work in every circumstance, even those life-and-death moments
that seem most dark and desperate, bringing about not just survival but everlasting salvation, and
always with His signature gentleness?

Salvation Outline

The following seven points summarize the basic information about the human condition
and God’s saving grace. You may want to memorize these points so that you may share
them with someone who does not yet believe in Jesus as his or her Savior.

l.

God loves you! “For God so loved the world, that he gave His only Son, that
whoever believes in Him should not perish but have eternal life” (John 3:16).

You are a sinner. “For all have sinned and fall short of the glory of God” (Rom.
3:23).

God punishes sin. “For the wages of sin is death, but the free gift of God is eternal
life in Christ Jesus our Lord” (Rom. 6:23).

Jesus took our punishment. “But God shows His love for us in that while we were
still sinners, Christ died for us” (Rom. 5:8).

Jesus rose from the dead. “For 1 delivered to you as of first importance what I also
received: that Christ died for our sins in accordance with the Scriptures, that He was
buried, that He was raised on the third day in accordance with the Scriptures” (1
Cor. 15:3-4).

Jesus offers forgiveness of sins and eternal life to those who believe in Him. “Then
he brought them out and said, ‘Sirs, what must I do to be saved?’ And they said,
‘Believe in the Lord Jesus, and you will be saved, you and your household™” (Acts
16:30-31).

Salvation is free—a gift from God. “For by grace you have been saved through
faith. And this is not your own doing; it is the gift of God, not a result of works, so
that no one may boast” (Eph. 2:8-9).



About the Cover: Jesus has extended His loving arms for us on

the cross, and now the living Jesus extends them to draw us close

to Him. Because we are loved by the Father through Jesus, it is

natural that God’s love is reciprocated through the work of the

Holy Spirit in and through us. We are drawn up into the love of

God by our Lord, who first loved us and gave Himself for us.
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
